About Mark Zupan  
After a soccer game on October 14, 1993, Mark Zupan celebrated with teammates 
at a bar and then crawled into the back of friend Chris Igoe's truck to sleep. Some 
time later Igoe left the bar unaware that Zupan was asleep in the back. Igoe spun 
out and Zupan was thrown from the pickup bed, over a fence, and into a canal, 
where he held onto a branch for 14 hours until being discovered by a passerby.  He 
went into hypothermia and became quadriplegic as a result of the accident.  After 
his accident, Zupan graduated from Georgia Tech, became a two-time quad rugby 
national champion, the 2004 quad rugby player of the year. He was a member of 
the bronze medal-winning U.S. team at the 2004 Summer Paralympics, and the 
gold medal-winning team at the 2008 Games. Following his tremendous success in 
the Academy Award nominated film Murderball, Mark made appearances in TLC's 
Miami Ink,  Celebrity Deathmatch, Jackass Number Two,  30 Days,  Friday Night 
Lights, and Nitro Circus. When asked if he would "turn back the clock on that day", 
Zupan answered "No, I don't think so. My injury has led me to opportunities and 
experiences and friendships I would never have had before. And it has taught me 
about myself. In some ways, it's the best thing that ever happened to me." 
 

About the Christopher Reeve Award  
 

Conceived and developed by the Canadian Paraplegic  
Association (Alberta) in 2005 as a fitting tribute to Christopher Reeve who passed away just prior to 
his planned appearance at the CPA (Alberta) Red Carpet Affair in 2004.  First developed in 2005 as a 
national and international recognition, the Christopher Reeve Award is given annually to an individual 
who has made an outstanding contribution to the global village of persons with spinal cord injuries 
and other physical disabilities. Past recipients include Jeff Adams (2006), Rick Hansen (2007), Sam 
Sullivan (2008), Chantal Petitclerc (2009), the Honourable Steven Fletcher (2010) and James Sanders
