My name is Matt Kathain and I am the owner of Fine Round Cribs, I make 
custom round baby cribs and some other furniture. In the past 1.5 years or so I 
have been contacted several times by family to make them round cribs that their 



wheel chairs can get under. I have seen other modified crib, the difference with 
ours is that the only part that has to be modified is we add leg extensions to the 
design. We have a double swinging door design to start off with.  My cribs are 
made with true solid oak and are designed so that, parents can actually lay down 
in the crib with the baby.

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Blue Zone permits  - Recently, here in Newfoundland and Labrador, several 
individuals with disabilities are having a number of problems when it comes to 
getting their "Impaired Mobility Parking Permit" (we call them Blue Zone permits).  

Some of the problems persons with disabilities are having include:  

·  Having the doctor's form rejected by the Motor Vehicles department  
·  Getting the same doctor's form filled out more than once  
·  Being asked to do a road test that is 3 times as long as usual  
·  Being told that their license would be suspended or revoked if forms were 

not properly filled out  
·  If license is retained, annual medical report still required   

We are wondering if persons with disabilities across the country are experiencing 
the same thing in their province when it comes to Blue Zone parking permits.

Workshops to youth with disabilities. These workshops will take place in various 
venues that serve youth with disabilities. The purpose of these workshops is to 
introduce, inform, and educate youth with disabilities to the skilled trades' 
industry. 
 
Responsibilities: 
* Coordinate with disability and youth organizations to secure venues for 
discussion groups with youth with disabilities on the skilled trades. 
* Develop a format for discussion group process and evaluation, using the skilled 
trades manuals and YAST website, once developed, as references to guide 
discussions 



* Present a minimum of 10 workshops with a maximum of 15 participants per 
session. 
* Communicate with other provincial Workshop Facilitators and the Web  
Developer in meetings through teleconferencing and email to streamline  
discussion group format and evaluation. 
 
Qualifications: 
* Bachelor's degree or college diploma.  In the absence of a degree or  
diploma, at least three years of study is required. 
* Experience facilitating meetings or groups and making presentations  
through post-secondary activities or volunteer work. 
* Well-developed analytical and organizational skills 
* Strong interest in social equity, human rights or community development. 
* Excellent time management skills with the ability to meet deadlines 
* Confidence in public speaking and ability to converse in plain language 
* Ability to work in a team as well as individually 
* General knowledge of accommodations needs of persons with disabilities,  
and ability to respond to these requirements in the planning stages of  
presentations. 
* A person with a disability 
* Up to 30 years of age 
* Legally entitled to work in Canada 
* Not in receipt of Employment Insurance (EI) benefits 
* Not previous recipients of Career Focus program 
 
The funding for this program is provided by Service Canada.  Due to the  
eligibility criteria, CCRW will only be accepting applications from persons  
with disabilities, Aboriginal persons with disabilities and members of  
visible minorities with disabilities.  Preferences will be given to those  
who are fluently bilingual (English and French).
